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Abstract

“The Sinicization of Christianity” has been around for a long
time, from the Jesuits at the end of the Ming Dynasty to the present
day. The difference is that the Christianization of China after liberation
was a distinct political project. Today, patriotic Christian groups are
actively implementing the “Five-Year Work Outline Plan” in response
to the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China.
